COMPLAINT PROCEDURE

OHIO COMMUNITY COLLEGE ATHLETIC CONFERENCE 

I. Complainant Director of Athletics informs defendant Director of Athletics either verbally or in writing of charge. 

II. If complainant is not satisfied with explanation and wishes to pursue the matter further then complainant Director of Athletics files a written letter of protest with the Commissioner with a copy to defendant Director of Athletics. 

III. Commissioner then investigates the matter, utilizing any means he deems necessary (consult the involved Directors of Athletics, coaches, officials, sport committee, etc.).  Commissioner then makes a ruling.  If the Commissioner’s institution is involved then the Commissioner will select a Board member to replace him.  

IV. If either party is not satisfied with the ruling and desires to appeal, the appeal is made to the Ethics Committee.  Possible rulings by the Commissioner or Ethics Committee are:

A. No fault decision  

B. Letter of reprimand sent to Coach, Director of Athletics, President, and other conference schools  

C. Coach or player suspension  

D. Forfeiture of the game/contest  

E. Sport put on OCCAC probation  

F. College expulsion from the OCCAC and or OCCAC tournament

Probation:
In the case of league probation and expulsion matters a quorum of the conference schools will be required to make a decision on the matter at an emergency meeting called by the Commissioner.  Examples of probation are, but not limited to:

A. Suspension from regular season conference play

B. No OCCAC tournament play

C. Ineligibility for conference team honors
