OHIO COMMUNITY COLLEGE ATHLETIC CONFERENCE

CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I

NAME

Section 1.

The name of this non-profit organization shall be the Ohio Community College Athletic Conference.

ARTICLE II
PURPOSE

Section 1.

The purpose of this organization shall be to promote and foster community college intercollegiate athletics for men and women on the state level.  It is expected that the conference program will be consistent with the values of its member institutions and that the results will be consistent with the total educational program of its member institutions.

ARTICLE III
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.

ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP

Only colleges having received state and regional accreditation and having been approved for membership in the NJCAA shall be eligible for membership in the Ohio Community College Athletic Conference.

Section 2.

CONDITIONS OF MEMBERSHIP

The members of this organization agree to: Manage and supervise intercollegiate athletics sponsored in accordance with the constitution and by-laws of the Ohio Community College Athletic Conference.  Establish and maintain high standards of ethics and fair play.  Pay annual dues as prescribed and adopted by the member colleges of the Ohio Community College Athletic Conference.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Section 1.

The elected officers of this organization shall be a Conference Commissioner, Secretary, Treasurer, and Sport Chairpersons.

Section 2.

The Directors of Athletics at each OCCAC member institution, or a designee(s), shall comprise the membership of the Board of Directors.  The Conference Commissioner shall serve as the Chairperson of the Board of Directors.

Section 3.

The Board of Directors shall fill vacancies among the elective officers of this organization through a recommendation from the Chairperson and a majority vote.

Section 4.

The elected officers of this organization shall be elected at the annual spring meeting in accordance with procedures set forth in the by-laws.

Section 5.

The elected and appointed officers of this organization shall consist of such officers as deemed necessary and approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 6.

The Board of Directors may adopt a seal and by-laws and change the same by a majority vote any time.

ARTICLE V
MEETINGS

Section 1.

This organization shall hold two formal meetings annually during the spring and fall months. The commissioner shall designate the time and place of said meetings and shall send notice to all officers and directors at least fifteen days prior the time set for such meetings.

Section 2.

The Commissioner at any time may call special meetings in order to consider special situations that may arise.

Section 3.

Each dues paying institution shall have one vote.

Section 4.

MEETING REGULATIONS:  Regularly Scheduled Meetings
All OCCAC representatives are expected to attend regularly scheduled coaches and Athletic Directors meetings.  The follow procedure shall be enforced when the aforementioned meetings are missed:

A. 1st meeting missed – Conference commissioner will send a letter detailing the potential sanctions and importance of attendance to AD with CC: to College President, Coach, and Treasurer.

B. 2nd meeting missed – Letter to above individuals and $100 fine

C. Subsequent missed meeting $100 fine each meeting missed

D. Fines will be added to next years dues

E. Fresh start every August
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ARTICLE VI

GOVERNING COUNCIL
Section 1.

The governing council shall be made up of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VII

AMENDMENTS

Section 1.

This constitution may be amended at any formal annual meeting by two-thirds affirmative vote of the Board of Directors present and voting, providing that the proposed amendment shall have been submitted in writing to the secretary of the organization at least three weeks prior to the formal annual meeting.
