ALL-OCCAC Academic Team Certificates:

· Any student-athlete, freshmen or sophomore, with 36 quarter/24 semester hours and achieving a cumulative grade point average of 3.3 or better

· Conference will provide a certificate to each honoree

Athletic Director of the Year:

Completed nominations will be brought to the spring OCCAC meeting

A closed vote will be taken at the spring meeting

The person who tallies the votes shall not be a nominee

Conference will provide a plaque to each winner

OCCAC All-Sports Trophy:

College must compete in three or more intercollegiate sports to be eligible, with at least one being a women’s sport 

Points awarded for place of finish:  

10-1st
9-2nd
8-3rd

1-10th
· Ties – combine points and divide by number of teams

· Total points divided by number of sports programs = average

· Award based on highest school average

All-OCCAC Teams:

· Awarded in various ways by conference’s sports guideline

Player of the Week Certificates:

· Awarded by the OCCAC Sports Information Director

· Based on coaches nomination, supporting statistics, and the team’s overall play for each sport

Regular Season Championship:

· Award given to the regular season champion of a sanctioned OCCAC sport.  Conference will provide a plaque to each winning team.  If there are multiple champions, each team will receive a plaque.

OCCAC Academic Champions:

· Certificate given to school that has the highest percentage of student-athletes on OCCAC All-Academic team, based upon certified eligibility forms.  This applies only to conference sanctioned sports

· Certificates will be awarded to qualified athletes in non-sanctioned sports
