SPORTS REPORTS

A. Volleyball – Norma Dycus

       Rule Changes

1. When teams play the second round of conference play coaches need to identify probable all conference players.

2. There will be a conference call on October 29.  All stats must be turned in to Norma prior to the call at 12:00 p.m.

3. We have two provisional teams, we will vote in March whether to accept or not to accept them into the conference.

4. The provisional team coach will be included in the conference call on Sunday, October 19 at 12:00 p.m.

5. Chip reported that it is recommended the provisional teams participate in the post season regional tournament.

B. Soccer

1. Scott Barlow reported that Lakeland had a soccer player argue with a referee after a game and was suspended for three games.  According to Scott, this is a NJCAA rule.  The referee felt threatened because the player threatened to sue the referee.  It was noted that the conference rule calls for a one day suspension. We have to follow the NJCAA rule if it exceeds the conference rule.

C. Men’s Basketball – Chip Hare

1. Electronic vote results – Conference voted yes to having an extra person for the all conference team which means the breakdown will be  (1) MVP, (5) First Team members, (5) Second Team members.

2. No majority vote on video taping ruling.

3. A motion failed to allow a representative from one school to tape a men’s or women’s basketball at another school in the state of Ohio and provide a courtesy call/e-mail one day prior to the game.

D. Women’s Basketball – Scott Barlow

1. Addendum to regulation rule that teams should have a locker room or team room for the visiting team to meet and provide chairs, towels, etc. was approved .

2. Motion passed to schedule men’s and women’s basketball games starting the 2007-2008 on a sporadic basis in December.  January will have three games a week so as not to conflict with finals fall term.

E. Baseball – Norma Dycus

1. Some coaches do not like the fall.

2. The coaches submitted a proposal to do a baseball preview in the fall and do a spring schedule.

3. Norma will make copies of the proposal to continue discussion at the spring meeting.  The coaches should submit to Mark any comments and he will forward to all the athletic directors.

F. Golf – Jim Welling

1. Motion passed to amend regulation that the host school will provide the medalist winner from the North and South trophies.

2. Awards will be allowed at the OCCAC conference tournament.
