II. SECRETARY’S REPORT
A. The minutes from the March 20, 2006 meeting were distributed and approved.

III. TREASURER’S REPORT

IV. TERRY THOMAS – OHIO ASSOCIATION OF COMMUNITY COLLEGES
A. Terry Thomas presented information about the OCCAC and their mission as an advocacy organization to Ohio community colleges working with the state legislators and Ohio Board of Regents.  The OACC now has a link on their web page to the OCCAC and NJCAA.  Terry recommended the OCCAC have the Attorney General’s Office come to one of our meetings to discuss the coach’s compensation issue.
V. NATIONAL & REGIONAL REPORT – Jack Giambrone for Norma Dycus
A. Proposal for the catastrophic insurance has been withdrawn and will be revisited and refined in the future.
B. Discussion on moving Vincennes to Region 24.  Will be discussed at the fall meeting.
C. The NJCAA passed an amendment to the documentation list for electronic submission audits requiring that a student’s high school graduation or equivalent be determined by the Office of the Registrar at each college.
D. The NJCAA passed that the maximum number of Men & Women’s. basketball letters of intent/scholarships has changed to 15.
E. The NJCAA passed allowing 2 meals per term for a team at the coach or athletic administrator’s residence.  Pre or post game meals for a home team are not permitted.
F. The NJCAA proposal to require weekly stats on the NJCAA web site to be ranked passed.

G. Games in which a suspended player, coach or team personnel participates shall be forfeited.
H. NJCAA passed legislation that will require immediate ejection for any player, coach or team official from entering the spectator area.

I. Motion carried that the conference recommend that the region consider proposing to the national office having an eligibility audit cutoff date of 21 days prior to any regional competition.

SPORTS REPORTS
A. Baseball – Mark Rodriguez
1. Motion passed to add to the regulations II. C. “Teams next in the standings after a tie will be dropped one place.”

2. Members were reminded that conference games and makeup conference games take precedence over all non conference games.

3. Clark State C.C. will be staying in Division III.

B. Softball – Wendy Cromer
1. The 2007 schedule was discussed and Wendy will be emailing out to everyone.
2. The all conference and all region team are on the web site.
C. Golf – Jim Welling

1. The golf report was given for the 2006 season.
2. Owen’s to bid on the 2008 Division II regional tournament.

3. Conference regulations including conference scheduling were presented.  An email vote will be done on the regulation changes.

D. Volleyball – Jack Giambrone for Norma Dycus

1. The national tournament will now be a 16 team seeded event.  The tournament will be single elimination with consolation brackets.  Region 12 will still be a two district region.

2. The number of non US citizens on athletic aid who compete has been lowered to two.  The district playoff games will be on November 4 at Region 20 in 2006.  Future sites are at Region 20 in 2007 and at Region 12 in 2008.  The national tournament dates have been moved a week later  - November 17-18, 2006.

2. Motion tabled to permit open taping for all men’s and women’s conference basketball games. An e-mail vote will be taken by the end of June.

2. Scott distributed the 2007-2008 basketball schedule.  The schedule is TBA since Lorain C.C.C. is up in the air, however discussion on scheduling games on Fridays and Saturdays and adding two games in December.
