II. SECRETARY’S REPORT
A. The minutes from the Fall, 2006 meeting were approved.

III. TREASURER’S REPORT 
A. The balance is $8,350.63.  Officers have been paid half their stipend and Kayann has been paid.  Motion carried to accept the treasurer’s report.

IV. NATIONAL & REGIONAL
A. Norma gave information about an NJCAA Leadership program coming out as well as information about an NJCAA program which provides program justification.

V. WEBSITE
A. Since Kayann receives very few coaches nominations for the player of the week awards, it was agreed that a small committee of Wendy Cromer and Michael Rickard will select the player of the week.  This will go into effect immediately.  Only those schools with stats entered on the NJCAA web site by each Tuesday will be considered.
B. Kayann stated it is very difficult to take the conference only stats from the NJCAA website.  Members need to pull out their own teams conference stats for all conference voting.  Kayann suggested the conference lobby the NJCAA to change the NJCAA stat website to allow for conference stats to be viewed, or hire the NJCAA programmer to do a conference website. 

VI. SPORTS REPORTS


Soccer
A. Lakeland plans to host the 2007 NJCAA Region XII tournament.
B. Discussion about trying to make a two year schedule to coincide with the volleyball schedule.  Chair will work this with the coaches.
 Baseball 
A. Motion carried to go with the concept of a Spring only schedule to start in 2008.  Chair is to work up a schedule to be reviewed at the June meeting.

Volleyball
A. Coaches conference call is set for 12 Noon on October 28, 2007.

B. Coaches decided to keep the same ball as required by the NJCAA.
C. Motion carried to delete the conference tournament from Section 7 & 8 from the regulations.

D. Motion carried to have Edison and Lorain as a full members for the Fall 2007.

E. All Coaches should have copies of the Fall 2007 schedule.

F. Norma distributed the drafts of schedules for 2008.  Members should review with their coaches and come prepared to discuss at the next meeting.

G. Motion carried to accept Norma’s report.
Golf
A. Motion carried to have Jeff Parker report the conference stats for lunch and gas costs to and from the host site for all seven conference golf tournaments.  Host schools may enter their own stats. Jeff will need to send a copy of the program to every conference member with a golf program.  This agreement will be for one year and then reviewed.
B. Motion carried to adopt the new conference schedule, awards and regulations.  Tom to put together the new regulations so they can be entered on the website.

Men’s Basketball

A. An officials decision at a game is not appealable through any body.
B. Motion carried to raise the compensation for officials for the next three years to $100, $105, $110 per official per game.  Scott to draft a letter to the assigner about the conference concerns with the officials performance (ie having a schedule of officials prior to each game).

Women’s Basketball

A. Scott distributed a draft of the 2007 and 2008 men’s and women’s basketball schedule including Lorain County Community College for men.  Lorain CCC is not sure if they will be in or not next year.  If Lorain CCC is not in the conference for men’s next year a new schedule will be done.

B. Motion carried to accept the 2007 and 2008 men’s and women’s basketball schedule with the following stipulations.

1. If any member has conflicts with any games in December, 2007 they should move that game to another date in December.

2. If Lorain County C.C. will not be in the conference, the schedule will flip flop this year’s schedules.


Softball – Wendy Cromer

A. Columbus State to host the District III tournament.

B. Wendy to bring up to region to alternate the host site for the Division III members.
