Any transfers will be required to sit out for one academic year if they do not receive a transfer waiver.  Remedial courses cannot be counted twice.

A. Baseball –

OCCAC Champion Determination – The conference baseball champion will be determined by the team that wins the regular season with the best winning percentage.  The conference tournament champion (highest D. II team) will determine the automatic berth to the District tournament.  The top two seeded teams (based on winning percentage in conference regular season games) will be the home team in their first game and all other games the home team will be determined by a coin flip.
Conference Guidelines – G. 2. – All games are to be played by April 21, 2010.
