OCCAC

 WOMEN’S BASKETBALL GUIDELINES

I. BASKETBALL REGULATIONS

A. All games are to be played in accordance with the official basketball rules of the NCAA.

B. All member schools should receive a basketball schedule from all other OCCAC colleges by October 1 of the current season.

C. All games will be played on a minimum court of 84x50 and preferable on a maximum floor of 94x50.  These facilities shall be open at least one hour before game time and the floor shall be available one half hour before game time.

D. The official OCCAC ball shall be a wide seam ball.

E. Women’s conference games will have the early starting times.

F. The home team will be responsible for the following:

1. Furnishing and paying for three sanctioned officials for women’s games at a rate of $100.00 (07-08) per regular season game. The rate shall be $105 in 08-09 and $110 in 09-10.

2. Send to the visiting team the following information at least one week in advance:

a. Date and time of the game

b. Appropriate maps identifying travel routes, the location of the gymnasium, and parking information.

c. The home team shall provide a scoring/timing table large enough to accommodate both scorers and timers.  An electrical outlet should be available at the scorer’s table for the visiting team. The two score keepers shall have adjacent seats.  Every effort should be made to hire qualified timers and scorers.

3. The home team shall also provide 15 chairs for the visiting team along with 6 bench towels and water. 

4. The home team shall make arrangements for the parking of the visiting team’s vehicle(s).  The visiting team should not be required to walk long distances from their vehicles to the gymnasium.

5. The home team is required to video tape all home OCCAC games including pre and post game activities. Taping will begin at the commencement of the warm-up sessions for both teams and end when both teams have left the playing floor.

6. It is highly recommended that a certified NATA athletic trainer be at the site of play during the entire game.

G. The visiting team shall be responsible for the following:

1. They shall wear dark uniforms unless other arrangements have been made with the home team.

2. They shall provide a scorer at the scorer’s table.

3. A complete roster including name, number, position, height, weight, year, high school and hometown should be sent so that it arrives at least one week preceding the contest.

II. OCCAC AWARDS AND PROCEDURES

A. The OCCAC Sports Information Director or sport’s chair shall schedule the timing of the voting procedures.

B. The procedures for selection are as follows: 

1. Coaches send 1-4 nominees to the SID/sport chair – statistics taken from conference website

2. Ballots sent back to coaches with names in order of preference by coach

3. Coaches rank players 15-1, 15 being the highest or best player

4. Top five voted to first team, second five second team

5. All others receiving votes honorable mention (maximum 10 with ties)

6. MVP- top three vote getters sent back to coaches to re-vote for MVP

7. Newcomer of the year – player receiving the most votes as a first year player or transfer.  Newcomer cannot be player of the year

8. No one sees the voting #’s but conference office/sport chair. If coaches want to see the actual number the totals can be requested

9. Can not vote for own players

10. Ties stay on respective team

11. Nominees are due prior to the last regularly scheduled conference game.  Statistics will be updated before the ballot is sent to coaches for voting.
12. The Coach of the Year will be decided by a vote of OCCAC head basketball coaches. Each coach shall vote based on team record, improvement, sportsmanship and professionalism. The winner will receive a plaque from the Conference.

III. DISTRICT TOURNAMENT

District basketball seeding will be determined on regular season conference standings.
